Immigration
In addition to the rules surrounding EU business travel, Make 
UK members need to be aware of the UK’s new immigration 
system that came into force on 1 January 2021. As freedom of 
movement ends, all non-UK citizens (EU and non-EU) wanting 
to permanently work and live in the UK will be subject to the 
new rules. 

Make UK members may have to obtain a sponsorship licence 
and will need to understand how points are assigned in order 
to recruit non-UK workers. Members also need to be aware of 
the new immigration rules that affect in-bound business visitors 
and temporary workers to the UK.
